Participant information:

· On the first day, to gain entry through the main entrance please inform the front desk staff that you do not have a card yet due to the first day of classes
· Access to the pool deck is through the change rooms. Please remove your shoes before coming on deck.

· Participants do not need to shower first, as they will be completing some skills on dry land training before entering the pool.

· Participants should arrive no earlier than five minutes before class wearing a bathing suit and t-shirt and with a towel.

· Participants should not spend time before their lesson begins swimming in other parts of the facility.

· Parents may accompany their child on to the deck area on their first day only (just for the beginning of class), after which we ask you observe the lesson times from the observation areas indicated by the pool staff. 

· Each class will consist of 2 components: dry-land skills and water training. 

· We’re sorry, but we do not give any refunds for missed classes. If, under certain circumstances, we must cancel a class, we will offer a make-up class.

*Please Note: Talisman Centre is very strict on the use of pass cards to gain access to the pool deck each week.  If a pass card is forgotten more than twice a $7 fee is charged to RMDC and will be charged to your account with the club.  If you misplace a card and need a replacement it can be purchased from the club for a $5 fee.
